Motion: To approve the June, 2010 Treasurer’s Report, was made by Dirk Wildasin, seconded by Sandy
Little; and passed.

Motion: To approve the July, 2010 Treasurer’s Report, was made by Jody Ruhlman, seconded by Randy
Kline; and passed.

Motion: To authorize Alan Cashman to discuss several existing accounts with banks for possible release
of the funds to come under the direct supervision of St. Matthew Lutheran Church. The motion came from
the Finance Committee and was presented by Warren Miller; and passed. , 2 1

Motion: To approve the July and August disbursements for Special Needs (listed below) was made by Fi-
nance Committee and presented by Warren Miller; and passed.

Susquehanna Synod, Women of the ELCA fall retreat at Camp Hebron, October 29 to 31, 2010. Assistance
would be half of the registration fee, up to $72.00. The total cost would be approximately $504.00 to
$576.00. The request came in the form of a letter from Joan Scott and Johnnetta Miller, W/ELCA Co-
presidents. A motion to amend the request to specify that the funds come from the WELCA custodial ac-
count in the Haverford portfolio was made by Warren Miller, seconded by Bob Curlen and passed. The
main motion passed as amended.
