“And she gave birth to her firstborn
son and wrapped him in bands of
cloth, and laid him in a manger, be-
cause there was no place for them in
the inn.” Luke 2:7

After worship one morning, | was ap-
proached by someone who knew that
| would be preaching on Christmas
Eve and wanted to know if | was
planning to read the "original version
of the Christmas story" (hopeful,
slightly aggressive) or if | would be
reading from the
(resigned, vague sense of distaste).
It was a long day, and that particular
construction is a bit of a button to
push with me, so my initial response
probably wasn't quite as kind as it
could have been (I believe | men-
tioned that my pronunciation of an-
cient Greek could use a little work,
but that | was willing to give it a shot).
But, we spoke a little more, and | fi-
nally gathered that the main problem
was with the above verse: "bands of
cloth" versus "swaddling clothes." If
this person didn't hear "swaddling
clothes," it just wasn't going to be
Christmas.

It made me chuckle a little, | confess,
as | left that conversation. But then
it made me think: why NOT
"swaddling clothes"? What are you,
some kind of preferred-translation
snob? If it pushes your buttons when
people get upset about missing the
"traditional" language, aren't you say-
ing that the words aren't as important
as the meaning behind them? And if

fi

that's what you're saying, then again,
why NOT swaddling clothes? Why
not the most familiar? Why not take a
poll, and if it comes out King James,
so be it?

Here's the answer that | came up
with: we may want to hear one thing
in this or any Biblical story, and God
may want us to hear something com-
pletely different. "Bands of cloth"
and "swaddling clothes" mean essen-
tially the same thing; newborn babies
would historically be wrapped tightly
with cloths to restrict their move-
ments, probably so that they wouldn't
hurt themselves. At certain historical
times, this was called "swaddling" the
baby, and thus "swaddling clothes."
To me, "swaddling clothes" sounds
warm, loving, familiar, like gathering
the family around the fire on Christ-
mas Eve; | can understand the ap-
peal. But when the words are trans-
lated more accurately as "BANDS of
cloth," it brings to my mind the words
"binding" and "bound," like being tied
up, held against your will, restricted,
helpless. It brings to mind the NEXT
time in Luke that Jesus is wrapped in
a cloth: when his dead body is taken
down from the cross (23:53). | think
(and I think most scholars would
agree with me) that the writer of Luke
is making an intentional reference,
here in chapter 2 verse 7, here in the
middle of our beloved Christmas
story, to the events of chapter 23.

That's not warm and familiar; that's uncomfortable, and awkward, and upsetting.

We may want to hear a beloved story at this and any Christmastime. We may want the things in our lives to be
familiar and comfortable and safe. But maybe God wants us to hear something completely different. Maybe God
wants us to remember, at Christmastime and at EVERY time, what God did for us, what God continues to do for
us: submit, humble himself, carry out the plan, forgive our sins, overcome our doubts and fears, destroy the
power of sin and the power of death. Maybe God wants us to remember that even at Christmas, even while
we're baking cookies and singing carols and wrapping presents, even while we're sitting alone and mourning our
memories and waiting for the phone to ring, God is working... God is loving us and forgiving us and redeeming us
and healing us. Sweet little baby Jesus, bound up in bands of cloth, shows that God has a plan of forgiveness
and redemption and salvation for the whole world. Maybe God's calling on us to trust in God's plan, to trust in

God's work...
