
―3Therefore I want you to understand 
that no one speaking by the Spirit of 
God ever says ‗Let Jesus be cursed!‘ 
and no one can say ‗Jesus is Lord‘ 
except by the Holy Spirit.  
4 Now there are varieties of gifts, but 
the same Spirit; 5and there are varie-
ties of services, but the same Lord; 
6and there are varieties of activities, 
but it is the same God who activates 
all of them in everyone. 7To each is 
given the manifestation of the Spirit 
for the common good. 8  
12 For just as the body is one and has 
many members, and all the members 
of the body, though many, are one 
body, so it is with Christ. 13For in the 
one Spirit we were all baptized into 
one body—Jews or Greeks, slaves or 
free—and we were all made to drink 
of one Spirit.‖ 

1Corinthians 3-7, 12-13 

 
Our language, our words, our method 
of communicating with each other, 
can be used for a lot of things.  It can 
be used as a vessel to carry and 
spread the Good News, the Mes-
sage, the Word of God.  It can also 
be used in opposite ways.  Genesis 
chapter 11 tells the story of the 
Tower of Babel.  In that story, the 
people used their common language 
that they all understood to build a 
tower to exalt themselves and to 
challenge God, and so God divides 
them from each other by giving them 
different languages that they donôt 
understand.  In the 12th chapter of 
First Corinthians, Paul is interested in 

clearing something up for the Corin-
thians: theyôve been claiming that 
people who can speak in ñtonguesò 
are more gifted, more special, more 
spiritual than other people.  Paul says 
no, thatôs not true.  There are different 
spiritual gifts, but the same Spirit 
gives them.  The Corinthians are lift-
ing up people who can speak in 
ñtongues.ò  They think, as some 
church people continue to think, that 
people who speak in ñtonguesò are 
speaking the language of the Holy 
Spirit, and that doing so somehow 
makes them better than other people 
who donôt have that gift.  They are 
exalting above all others those people 
who have gifts of language and 
speaking.  Hmm, do we do that our-
selves?  And then let me bring in the 
letter of James, which says, ―The 
tongue is a fire.  It stains the whole 
body.  No one can tame the tongue – 
a restless evil, full of deadly poison.  
With it we bless the Lord and Father, 
and with it we curse those who are 
made in the likeness of God.  From 
the same mouth come blessing and 
cursing.‖  Obviously, the writer of 

James knew of the power of human 
language, for the proclamation of God 
as well as for opposite things. 
 
God works through our languageé 
through the ways that we communi-
cate with each other.  But we also use 
our language and the ways that we 
communicate for a lot of opposite 
things.  Sometimes our speaking and

our listening proclaims Godé and sometimes itôs just babbling, and not paying attention.  Sometimes in history 
the proclamation of God has seemed so strange that those who were listening said, ñThese people must be 
drunk!ò  And many times in history, the language of those who were supposed to be proclaiming God has instead 
been about hurting, and division, and deadly poison.  Sometimes we who were sent to proclaim Godôs love canôt 
stop talking about all of the things that God supposedly hates.  Sometimes we who are empowered by the Holy 
Spirit engage gleefully in gossip that demeans and dehumanizes those who are made in the likeness of God.  
Sometimes we who talk about the will of God fail to recognize that our will should conform to Godôs, not the other 
way around.  Sometimes we who were sent to proclaim a message of hope for the future canôt get around to it 
because we wonôt stop speaking the language of bitterness and division in the present.  We struggle with the bur-
den of this kind of language in our whole worldé and we struggle with this in the church, struggling sometimes 
with our words and our language, struggling with the things that we choose to say and struggling with the things 
that we choose to hear.  There are times when weôre even tempted to stop struggling and to simply give in to an-
gry disagreements, and to refusing to listen, and to hard wordsé to a language that does the opposite of pro-
claiming Godôs presence, and Godôs grace, and Godôs message. 
 
But for all the ways that our language divides us, God unites us to proclaim the Good News of the risen Christ.  
For all the times that we use our babbling as a distraction, and for all the times that we choose not to listen and to 
hear each other, God comes into our midst to show us the true language of the Holy Spirit, the language of love.  
For all the walls that we put up and all the disagreements and divisions that we use to separate ourselves, God 
breaks through to call us back together from the ends of the earth.  Our human language can sometimes keep us 
from understanding that we were all baptized into one Body... all of us, no matter where we live or what we do or 
where we gather on Sunday mornings.  Our human weakness can cause us to be blind to the reality that we are 
all filled with Godôs one Spirité all of us, no matter what our gifts or abilities or attendance record.  Our human 
babble can sometimes dull our ears to the sound of Godôs message of love and hope and redemption and salva-
tion that is for all of us to knowé and for all of us to proclaim, no matter how busy or how frustrated or how 

bend on hovering wing; And ever o‘er its babel sounds, the blessed angels sing.‖  With the whole creation, with 
earth and sea and all their creatures, with angels and archangels, and with all the witnesses of Godôs mighty and 
abiding love throughout history, may we be those who sing along to that song of the Spirit that is ever oôer our 
babble sounds.  May the peace of God be with you today and always. 

scared we are.  The texts for today speak of Godôs Holy Spirit as something that is 
active: the Holy Spirit is Godôs rushing and pouring and activating, on us and of us 
and in us.  Itôs Jesus sending us out into a world that needs to hear Godôs message, 
even through our babbling language.  God speaks our languageé but most impor-
tantly, God uses us, frail mortal vessels that we are, to speak God‘s language to the 
world. 
 
Itôs not too late in the winter to remember back to Christmas, is it?  ñIt Came Upon A 
Midnight Clearò is about angels singing a song to the sad, sinful world, a song that 
is the Good News of Jesus Christ, of Godôs great love for all people.  ―And still their 
heavenly music floats o‘er all the weary world; Above its sad and lowly plains they
