
I am writing this article on January 7, 
following yet another holiday season.  
Christmas officially ended on January 
5 (the twelfth day of Christmas) and 
yesterday we celebrated the Epiph-
any of our Lord.  May the Lord richly 
bless you in this New Year! 
 
Like me, I am sure that a number of 
you made New Year’s resolutions.   
What were yours?  Are you still on 
track or have you already jumped 
ship on some of them?  One thing 
that I encourage all of us to do (and 
this really transcends being just an-
other New Year’s resolution) is really 
prioritize our church involvement and 
participation in 2008.  Specifically, in 
this letter I am referring to worship 
attendance.  As I have said before 
orally and in writing, worship is at the 
heart of our life as a Christian com-
munity.  It is here in church that we 
receive our Lord and Savior Jesus 
Christ as he comes to us in word and 
sacrament.  Indeed, in this season of 
Epiphany (the word means manifes-
tation) we mention that the word and 
sacraments are for us the great 
epiphany or manifestation of our 
God’s grace and mercy. 
 
It is a joy and a privilege to be able to 
worship our Lord in such a magnifi-
cent nave.  Think of the beautiful 
stained glass windows and all that 
they symbolize; recall the awesome 
organ (one of the ten largest pipe or-
gans in the world); note the beautiful 
marble chancel and altar area; and 
think of the comfortable pews and the 

new hymnals.  It is in this space that 
we on Sunday mornings, Wednesday 
evenings, and occasionally Saturday 
evenings join the psalmist in making a 
joyful noise unto the Lord.  The 
psalms encourage faithful worship.  
For example in Psalm 149 we read 
“hallelujah! Sing to the Lord a new 
song; sing his praise in the congrega-
tion of the faithful.” 
 
However, even more important than 
the building and its contents are the 
people who comprise the worshiping 
community at any given worship ser-
vice.  In fact, liturgy is the work of the 
people.  Together we celebrate as we 
thank and praise God, pray to God, 
sing hymns, hear God’s word read 
and preached, confess our sins and 
faith, share Christ’s peace, and re-
ceive our Lord in, with, and under the 
bread and wine of Holy Communion.  
It is great to have you in worship 
where our most gracious and omni-
present God meets us in a special 
way to comfort, guide, reassure, and 
love us.   Thus in worship services 
there is the profound experience of 
God meeting with us and of us putting 
our superficial differences aside to be 
united together in our common and 
wonderful faith. 
 
We are a blessed people that are 
graced to be our Lord’s disciples in 
this time and place.  In the waters of 
baptism we are united to Christ’s 
death and resurrection and promised 
the gifts of forgiveness, salvation,

...eternal life.  We are commissioned there to do the work of our Lord in this world.  This is a very large task that 
can only be carried out effectively in the power of the Spirit.  How important it is for us to gather together regularly 
(even once or twice a week) to receive the guidance, nurturing, and support that we need to carry out an effective 
witness in this time and place.  Come to worship services where God and your fellow brothers and sisters in 
Christ are present.  Your part in our community of faith is quite important.  I am looking forward to seeing you in 
church throughout 2008.

The York County JUNIOR Honors Choir  
 

  The 120-voice York County JUNIOR Honors Choir, under the direction of Donna Knott, will  
  present the music on Sunday, January 27 , for the 10:30 service.  The prelude will begin at  

  10:15.  The choir includes singers in grades 7th through 9th who represent all nineteen public  
  and private school districts of York County.  The purpose of the Honors Choir is to engage the 
hearts and minds of its members by providing choral education and performance opportunities to diverse 
young people, from throughout York County.  St. Matthew marks the beginning of a 12-program winter/spring 
season. 
 
Several St. Matthew young people are in this fine choir.  Their school’s choral director recommends students.  
The students then go through a two-step audition.  During this time, students’ music reading skills and vocal 
technique are tested.  Continued choral education is offered.  This unique blend of public choral directors’ 
support and the Honors Choir experience creates a win-win situation for the students and their choral pro-
grams back home. 
 
During the season (January – June), the York County JUNOR Honors Choir rehearses only five times with 
each rehearsal lasting 3-4 hours.  The choir was selected to perform for the Pennsylvania American Choral 
Directors Association Summer Conference (2005) and the Pennsylvania Music Education Association (Spring 
2007). 
 
While the students have learned to make beautiful music in a non-competitive environment, they have come 
to value the new friendships, self-esteem, and camaraderie that are the philosophic hallmarks of the Honors 
Choir.
