Theologian Marcus J. Borg, in his 
popular work Meeting Jesus Again 
For The First Time, speaks of three 
major theme stories that can be found 
running through the entire Bible: the 
exodus (or “journey”) story, the exile/
captivity story, and the priestly story.  
The exodus story has its roots, obvi-
ously, in the story of God through 
Moses leading the people out of slav-
ery in Egypt to freedom in the Prom-
ised Land.  It is a story of being on a 
journey, and of experiencing God’s 
presence along the way: receiving the 
Law, being fed by manna from 
heaven, fending off attacks, meeting 
unexpected help, obeying and experi-
encing blessing, disobeying and ex-
periencing hardship and resistance 
and death.  The exile/captivity story 
has its roots in the Old Testament 
stories and songs and prophetic dec-
larations that tell about the division of 
the kingdom of Israel, the fall of the

north kingdom, the capture and destruction of Jerusalem, and the scattering of the people to many lands, espe-
cially to captivity and exile in Babylon.  It is a story of being away from home, of being separated from essential 
people and important places, of feeling lost and cut off and forsaken, and of praying for deliverance and return 
and reunion.  The priestly story has its roots in the Old Testament as well: the center of temple worship was 
bringing your offering to set on the altar to be lifted up by the priest as a sacrifice to God, whose response was to 
rain down love and forgiveness and cleansing.  By bringing the sacrificial offering to be offered by the priest in the 
temple, the worshipper was “put right” with God.  The Christian theology that uses this priestly story can be 
clearly seen in Romans 3:21-26: God set forth Jesus, in his faithful obedience to God’s plan, as the “atoning sac-
rifice,” making all who believe “put right” with God through the death of Jesus. 
 
Borg says, and I agree, that all three of these stories are vitally important to the ways that we understand our-
selves as faithful people, and vitally important also to the ways that we understand God and what God is trying to 
do in, with, and through us.  But, says Borg, we modern Christian people have fallen into the trap of lifting up the 
priestly story above the other two stories, of making that the most important way that we understand God.  The 
power of the priestly story is in reminding us that God forgives us, redeems and restores us, and sets us free 
from ultimate bondage to sin and death through the life, death, and resurrection of Jesus; as it says in Hebrews, 
we have a great high priest who has already done all things necessary for our salvation from sin and death.  The 
trap of the priestly story, however, is complacency.  If God acted, long ago and far away, to save us, if all has al-
ready been done, then (so the story can go) all that is required is for us to believe certain things in a certain way, 
refrain from that which is immoral, and wait for God to bring an end to history and to, in the phrasing of a late-20th 
century preacher, call us all home.  Nothing to do, really, nothing to be, except good and kind and charitable to 
the extent that we can… just live our lives and worry about our worries and achieve our goals and take care of 
ourselves and our own.  We can start to say that believing in Jesus, whatever we work that out to mean, is the 
only way we really participate in what God’s doing in the world, because if we believe in Jesus we are made right-
eous through his sacrifice.  This is the trap that we can fall into. 
 

Borg believes, as I do, that seeing what’s going on in the other stories, the exile story 
and the exodus story, can keep us from falling into the complacent, believe in Jesus 
and (eventually) get called home trap of the priestly story.  The captives exiled in Baby-
lon were longing for freedom and yearning to be restored to their friends and families 
and homes and land and wondering if God had abandoned them, or if God had forgot-
ten about them… or if God hated them.  The Israelites led out of slavery and into the 
wilderness were often scared and confused, vulnerable to attack, unsure of where they 
were going and of how they would know when they got there.  We aren’t captives, and 
we haven’t been displaced from our lands.  Some people in the world are and have 
been, though, even today, and they are our brothers and sisters.  But even more than 
that, ALL of us know or can imagine what it’s like to be held captive: to pain, or grief, or 
anger, or fear.  All of us know or can imagine what it’s like to be displaced and far from 

home: in relationships with each other, in days of loneliness or nights of worry, in the sometimes vast gulf in our 
own lives between our words of belief and our actions of indifference.  We aren’t literally traveling through the wil-
derness either, although some people in the world are and have been, and they are our brothers and sisters.  But 
even more than that, ALL of us know or can imagine how scary and confusing life in the world is and can be.  All 
of us know to what great lengths we will go to avoid feeling vulnerable or being attacked.  All of us have experi-
enced the uncertainty of not knowing where we’re going, or what we’re supposed to do, or how we’ll know when 
we’ve “arrived.” 
 
And so… we can also experience what the captives and exiles and scattered ones experienced, what Moses ex-
perienced and what the Israelites experienced and what the prophets experienced and what the apostles experi-
enced and what Jesus of Nazareth experienced: God is with us.  Right here.  Right now.  Not just in some far 
away time or some far off place, not just in right worship or acceptable sacrifice, not just as a feeling of belief or a 
creedal formula of faith… but really with us, in reality, in OUR time and place, in the midst of our brokenness and 
weakness and exile and confusion, abiding with us in the midst of our captivity and yearning with us for return 
and reunion, not in some abstract way but with our brothers and sisters, our fellow human beings, here and now.  
God is with us right here and right now, journeying with us and among us and ahead of…      (Continued on page 3)

...us on the way to a promised land not 
of milk and honey but of justice and 
mercy and accountability and peace.  
As we journey this summer to the 
places that we will go, as we are at 
home and away and together and apart, 
let us remember that God is present 
with us always, that God is working in 
and for and on and through us in our 
day, our time… and that God is not fin-
ished with us yet.  May the peace of 
God which passes all understanding 
bless you and keep you throughout the 
summer months.

I just received word from Lea Lenning in Global Mission that the St. Matthew congregation has contributed 
$1,000 toward my support here at the Lutheran Theological Seminary, Hong Kong.  My deep thanks for this 
kind gift, and let me assure you that the work here and throughout the Far East in which the ELCA has a 
share is eminently worthy of your support.  
 
The men and women being trained here at LTS as pastors, teachers, missionaries, and church workers will 
be the leaders of the church tomorrow.  At the seminary currently are students from Hong Kong, Indonesia, 
Malaysia, Bangladesh, Cambodia, Myanmar, Viet Nam, Laos, the Philippines, and Mainland China.  
Some Mainland China students coming here to study are not Christians, but while at LTS they come to faith 
and ask to be baptized, which we then proceed to do.  
 
Our seminary has remarkably good relations with government officials in Beijing and other parts of China.  In 
November, I was invited to lecture (and also preach) at the Union Theological Seminary in Nanjing, which 
was a singular experience.  In April I will give a lecture at Fudan University in Shanghai. 
  
And in May the seminary faculty will go to Hubei Province for the 95th anniversary celebration of our semi-
nary's founding in Shekow.  Because my wife Linda and I no longer live in Gettysburg, I cannot follow this pre-
sent communication up with a more personal contact, but be assured that your kind support touches me 
greatly, even as it gladdens the hearts of dedicated DGM workers in the ELCA.  Continue to pray for LTS and 
the work we are doing.  Thank you again, and very best wishes.
