
"Since, therefore, the children share 
flesh and blood, (Jesus) himself like-
wise shared the same things, so that 
through death he might destroy the 
one who has the power of death, that 
is, the devil, and free those who all 
their lives were held in slavery by the 
fear of death."          Hebrews 2:14-15 
 
     To be alive, to be a human being 
in this time as in all times is to have 
experience with these things: pain, 
suffering, anger, misery, disagree-
ment, conflict, war, destruction, 
waste, greed, guilt, death.  Some of 
our experiences of these things are 
unique in certain ways or times or 
places; on the other hand, we are 
also sometimes fairly insulated from 
and ignorant of the effects of these 
things.  But we are not, of course, 
insulated from the tensions of living, 
as individuals, as families, as a com-
munity.  Frustrations, disappoint-
ments, hurts, slights, breakdowns of 
communication, failures of responsi-
bility, violations of trust.  All things 
that we have experienced, that peo-
ple in community experience just 
about every day.  
 
     God exists with us in all of these 
things.  God is truly present, truly 
with us, right in the middle of all of 
that stuff.  As the letter to the He-
brews says, God in Jesus Christ be-
came human for this reason: to be 
with us, to ñshare the same things.ò  
God, I truly believe, laughs with us, 
weeps with us, dances with us, 
mourns with us.  God does not wish 

or cause things that hurt us; God 
gives us the strength to live, and God 
gives us the opportunity to be re-
newed even out of pain and hurt and 
suffering and death.  
 
     But, God also calls us to a higher 

place, a higher purpose, a bigger pic-
ture, a broader discussion.  God calls 
us to love our neighbors, even and 
especially those who are hurting or 
angry or frustrated or in need of all 
kinds of help; and to ñloveò our 
neighbors can sometimes be too 
much of an abstraction for us, so letôs 
make it more specific: to pay attention 
to them, to talk to them, to go out of 
our way to do these things, to go ñthe 
second mileò for people that we 
wouldnôt necessarily choose to know, 
if it were wholly up to us.  Maybe lov-
ing our neighbors means that, too: 
recognizing that, in spite of the mes-
sages of the world, it is not wholly up 

to us to set the agenda for how our 
lives will be lived.  Out of war and ter-
ror, God calls us to love our enemies, 
again not in some abstract way, but in 
a way that recognizes that fear and 
anger and hatred make all people into 
enemies, and that these things can 
only be overcome, in the world and in 
our own hearts, by our committing to 
trust in God and to seek peace and 
justice in our community and in the 
whole world.  Out of greed and guilt, 
God calls us to care for ñthe least of 
these,ò as individual people but also 
as communities of people on every...

level; to rise above disagreements and divisions and to instead focus with a divinely instilled sense of purpose on 
our calling to live as what Jesus called us, brothers and sisters, not just of him, but of each other and of all peo-
ple.  Out of our own preconceptions and expectations and assumptions and comfort zones, God calls us to be 
transformed, by the renewing of our minds and our hearts and our expectations for ourselves as individuals and 
for ourselves as a Christian community.  God calls us to be renewed in faith and in hope and in love, to be trans-
formed in our fervent desire and our true expectation that Godôs will will be done, through and in and even in spite 

of us.  God calls us to raise our expectations, to set our sights higher, to be transcendent, to believe that we are 
capable of more, that we indeed will be more than what we now are, as a community of faith and as individual 
people.   
 
Too often we, like unruly children (no offense to children!), prefer to focus on what we are ñallowedò to do; God, I 
think, directs our focus instead to what we are called and committed to do.  The brokenness and pain of human 

life intrudes into our callings and commitments, always, whether in ways that are more benign (our lack of atten-
tion, our desire to focus on only ourselves) or ways that are more malevolent (anger, abuse, addiction, torment, 
terror).  God weeps with us during and through those intrusions; God stays with us, sharing the suffering, giving 
power even in our weakness.  But God continually calls us, in times of strength and times of weakness, in times 
of joy and in times of grief, in times of love and in times of fear; God continually calls us to raise our sight, raise 
our vision, raise our discussion.  God calls us to raise our expectations, of ourselves and of each other and of our 
congregation and of our community and of our country and of our world.  God calls us to focus on the hope that 
we know, the love that we share, the faith that we have been given, because those are the things that are specifi-
cally and concretely working in the world and in this congregation and in us to bring in Godôs kingdom.  We need 
to recommit ourselves, continually but also specifically right now, to what is true: we believe in that.  We believe in 

the faith, hope, and love that God has given.  We believe in that over and above all of the brokenness and misery 
and tragedy and torment and fear and greed and death.  We believe in that, even knowing that such belief makes

Mercy Ships  has operated a fleet of hospital ships since 1978.
