But when we pray, no
matter where or when or with whom
we do it, we ARE stopping to ac-
knowledge that God is there, with us
and in us and all around us. We are
plugging into God and plugging into
the flow of God through ourselves
and each other and all creation! It's
electrifying! And when we're in that
flow, we are giving to and we are re-
ceiving from God. We are giving
thanks to God... and we are receiv-
ing God's blessings. We are giving
glory to God... and we are receiving
God's peace. We are giving our time
and attention to God... and we are
receiving God's assurance and guid-

prayers just seem to roll off my lips
and up out of my heart in every situa-
tion and for every person that | think
of or encounter. But I'm like you,
probably... those days are sometimes
few and far between, and more often
there are days when prayers feel
more like a routine, a force of habit.
There's a kind of grace in this kind of
prayer, because I'm still stopping to
acknowledge God and still, in a way,
getting and being plugged in. But I'm
not giving it all over to God... I'm not
"praying without ceasing" on those
days. Why is that? Why can't | get
"plugged in" all the time? Why don't |
just turn these things over to God in
prayer?

Jesus said over and over to
his disciples: do not let your hearts be
troubled. Do not be afraid. Do not
worry, about tomorrow or about
whether your needs will be met or
about the wrath of those who are...

...against you. Paul writes to the Philippians, "Do not worry about anything." But that's not all he says, and he
illumines Jesus' teaching when he goes on to write, "But in everything with prayer and supplication with thanks-
giving let your requests be made known to God." (Philippians 4:6) You see, God wants us to know, | think, that
there is much cause to worry, there is much cause to be afraid, there is much cause for our hearts to be troubled.
BUT, God's power and mercy and grace and peace are more, way more than enough to handle all of that. All we
have to do... is ask! As we get rolling once again in the busy times of fall, with family activities and school and
work and returning from vacations, let us be people who pray, people who "plug in" to God's power for us. If we
ever feel frustrated and tired and like giving up... well, God has all the strength and renewal and purpose and
power that we need.
