
Christ is risen!  Christ is risen indeed!  
Alleluia!  This is the proclamation that 
resounds through many Christian 
churches during the Easter season.  
The season lasts fifty days and is the 
time of the year when we focus most 
intently on our Lord‟s victory over sin 
and death.   We rejoice in that we, 
too, through our Lord‟s triumph are 
blessed to participate in resurrected 
life.  For what Christ accomplished 
through his death and resurrection 
was accomplished for us!  I encour-
age us to continue to gather during 
the great fifty days, rejoicing in the 
resurrection and our Lord‟s victory for 
us. 
 
Yesterday, on the Fourth Sunday of 
Easter, we read the beloved twenty 
third psalm. This, the most popular of 
psalms, is frequently used at one 
point or another in memorial, funeral 
and/or committal services.  The 
words are comforting and moving as 
they reassure us of God‟s mercy and 
care for us.  When we feel that we 
are in “the valley of the shadow of 
death” we are reminded and reas-
sured that our gracious God is right 
here with us, working great things in 
our lives.  Psalm 23 is an expression 
of confidence in God‟s protection and 
it offers guidance and hope to its 
singers, readers, and hearers.  This 
poetic gem is a song of confidence in 
which a worshiper, grateful for deliv-
erance from human enemies and un-
named perils, presents a thank offer-
ing in the temple. 

This psalmist leaves us with an in-
credible witness.  In thanksgiving for 
the blessings he has received from 
the Lord he returns thanks and praise 
in the form of an offering.  We do well 
to heed his witness.  When we return 
to the temple, or our worship place, 
do we approach our offering gifts with 
the same mindset?  Some do not.  
Some give financial gifts in the offer-
ing plate out of a sense of duty.  Oth-
ers give for practical reasons.  Here 
the thought might be „the church has 
a lot of overhead and bills to pay; I 
want to help.‟  Now, while it is cer-
tainly not wrong to give for either of 
these reasons, our psalmist suggests 
a more spiritual reason. 
 
As the Spirit encourages us to reflect 
on the Easter glory and message, 
contemplate our Lord‟s love for us, 
and think about our utter dependence 
upon God for life and salvation, we 
are moved to give thanks to God for 
blessings received.  With the psalmist 
we rejoice and take comfort knowing 
that the Lord is our shepherd and we 
shall not want.  As people who live in 
hope of the resurrection may we ap-
proach the offering part of our wor-
ship services not with a begrudging 
attitude or cheerless heart.  Rather, I 
encourage us to look at the offering of 
our gifts with thanksgiving and praise 
on our minds and in our hearts, while 
rejoicing in the resurrection.  Let us 
rejoice and celebrate by giving gener-
ously for God‟s work of liberation and 
salvation in the world.
