
As spring draws near I see bright 
days ahead for our congregation.  As 
indicated in my annual report, last 
year witnessed a very difficult time 
and disruption to the ministry of our 
church, and yet by the grace of God 
we survived it.  Indeed, while our at-
tendance, like that of some other 
large churches in our area, dipped 
last year our offerings were up and 
much fruitful ministry occurred.  Yes, 
even in the midst of adversity there 
were real positives as my annual re-
port indicates. 
 
At our annual meeting on February 
24 a motion was made that we hold 
an open forum to deal with the unfor-
tunate situation that occurred last 
year which led to the eventual resig-
nation of Pastor Weiser and even 
departure of Pastor Shilling as our 
visionary consultant.  While the mo-
tion was stated clearly and fairly with 
no hint of malice towards any, this 
motion was not passed.  The majority 
of the congregation, synod officials 
and I believe that defeating this mo-
tion was in the best interests of our 
congregation.  To have held this spe-
cially requested meeting would have 
only exasperated the tensions more, 
and would have in all probability led 
to no resolution or reconciliation. 
 
As we move forward we are called to 
do so in unity in Christ.  It is alright 
that people have different opinions 
and that healthy debate takes place 
in a church.  However, as I have 

stated before there is a healthy and 
unhealthy way of dealing with prob-
lems and difficulties.  The manner in 
which the concerns that surfaced last 
year were dealt with was not healthy.  
Again, see my annual report for some 
more information in this regard. 
 
It is my hope and prayer that we dis-
play an attitude of forgiveness and 
goodwill to all in our congregation.  All 
are children of God and deserve to be 
treated with love and respect.  I have 
extended the offer of reconciliation 
with Pastor Weiser directly in writing 
and through the intercession of an-
other pastor.  Reconciliation does not 
necessarily mean that things return to 
the way they were, or that we pretend 
nothing happened that caused diffi-
culty in human relations; but it does 
mean that we forgive and move for-
ward in Christ.  It may even be benefi-
cial to remind ourselves that there are 
matters in which it is okay to agree to 
disagree.  We can disagree and yet 
still commune with each other at the 
chancel rail, pass the peace to one 
another, and uphold each other in 
Christ. 
 
As we near completion of our vision-
ary project we reaffirm that we are 
called in this time and place to 
―Celebrate God’s Love, and  Serve in 
Jesus’ Name.‖  As limited, mistake 
prone and sinful people this is not 
easy and, yet, through the power of 
the Spirit God accomplishes much...
